OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF THE MCHENRY COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
October 6, 2022 9:00 AM

Chairman Haman called the meeting to order. Commissioners Bryan Bruner, Larry Haman, Armann
Anderson, David Medalen and Brady Nelson were present.

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Anderson to approve the September 61 and 16" minutes.
Motion carried unanimously.

Barry Wiersch met with the board at their request. Topics discussed were prioritizing duties and
timeliness of county road mowing.

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Anderson to approve a special event permit for the
Bearded Moose. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Bruner and seconded by Anderson to reappoint Jerry Effertz and Joan Gunter as
county delegates to the ND State Fair Board. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Bruner to approve the variance permit for Chris
Braaten to construct an attached garage 112” from the center of 39™" St N located in the NW ¥ of Section
23-152-80. A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Bruner to approve the variance, as
recommended by the zoning board. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Medalen and seconded by Bruner to approve the floodplain permit for Wold
Engineering for a future bridge project located 3 miles West and 1 mile North of Upham. Motion carried
unanimously.

The public hearing for the preliminary 2023 county budget was held. Johnna Torr, Tina Powell and Linda
Fairbrother joined the meeting. The board discussed the possibility of adjusting the budget to allow for
some maintenance work on the Granville and Upham shops. The ARPA funds would be used for these
projects which would not affect the mill levy.

Jason Mayfield from Wold Engineering met with the board regarding road and bridge projects. A motion
was made by Medalen and seconded by Nelson to approve a joint paving project with Bottineau County
to pave the Russell Road, contingent on receiving Prairie Dog funding. Commissioners Medalen, Haman,
Nelson and Bruner voting aye. Commissioner Anderson voting nay. Motion carried.

A motion was made by Nelson and seconded by Bruner to replace bridge 25-110-25.0, the first bridge
North of Granville on Co Rd 3, contingent on receiving Prairie Dog funding. Motion carried
unanimously. This project would be bid in conjunction with project BRP-2500(022) in October 2023.

The board recessed for lunch.

Sheriff Skager and States Attorney, Josh Frey met with the board. Josh explained a state incentive
program to retain and recruit rural States Attorneys. He mentioned the Towner County commissioners
have opted to apply for the program, as Josh is also the States Attorney in that county. The program
would pay the States Attorney $45,000 over 5 years, of which 50% would be paid by the ND Supreme
Court, 15% by the ND State Bar Association and the remaining 35% by the local entity. A motion was
made by Nelson and seconded by Medalen to participate in the program and to split the 35% local share
50/50 with Towner County. Motion carried unanimously.

Ted Keller, with General Roofing and Construction met with the board to explain the new quote to repair
the dome, which would include a 2" ceiling and walkway in the dome.



The board adjusted the budget to include $75,000 for the Granville shop, $175,000 for the Upham shop,
$120,000 for dome repair and restoration, and $1,575 in the States Attorney’s budget to cover our portion
of the state incentive program. A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by Nelson to approve the
2023 county budget with the amendments. Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Medalen and seconded by Anderson to approve the floodplain permit for the
NDDQOT project to install a passing lane known as Site 5 on US Highway 52. Motion carried
unanimously.

The board was presented with the monthly Community Service report.

The US Aiir Force has requested to change their transport route which would entail more movements on
paved county roads. A motion was made by Bruner and seconded by Anderson to approve the request

and to ask they apply for overweight permits to help defray the maintenance expenses due to the heavy
loads. Motion carried unanimously.

The board reviewed the properties foreclosed due to non-payment of taxes. A motion was made by
Nelson and seconded by Anderson to set the minimum sales prices for the amount of taxes, including
special assessments. Motion carried unanimously. A motion was made by Medalen and seconded by
Bruner to adjust the minimum sales price on the properties that did not sell from previous years. Motion
carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Bruner and seconded by Medalen to develop a standardized mileage
reimbursement chart to be effective January 1, 2023. Motion carried unanimously.

The board spoke with The Village representative as well as the employee who was referred. Since the
employee failed to attend the first two sessions, a motion was made by Haman and seconded by Nelson to
suspend the employee without pay until the employee attends the next scheduled session. Commissioners
Medalen, Haman, Nelson and Bruner voting aye. Commissioner Anderson voting nay. Motion carried.

A consent motion was made by Bruner and seconded by Nelson to approve the following: Treasurer's
Miscellaneous Receipts #46872-46967; the monthly payroll in the amount of $136,121.81 paid by warrant
checks #27163-27210. Clerk of Court September County fees $720.00, City of Upham $80.00, City of
Velva $20.00, State fees $15,392.48; County Recorder September recording fees of $5,944.00 and misc
fees of $546.15; Sheriff September statement of fees $722.00, Sheriff mileage $988.00, Deputy reports
for Sept.

The board continued to audit bills until completed. A motion was made by Anderson and seconded by
Bruner that the following bills be approved and the proper checks be issued thereof:
